Field Operations Report 

· The monthly field report for September was reviewed; key items for discussion as follows:
· Televised portions of sanitary sewer installed by Kukurin.
· Responded to the September storm event (8th thru 11th) because of the remnants of Hurricane Gordon during which 7.41” of rain was recorded at the Chartiers Creek Pump Station.

· Installed backflow prevention devices at 3 locations.

Administrative Report: 

· 441 letters were sent out to customers last week with past due balances greater than $50.  
· MBS has provided health care rates for 2019.   The increase for the Authority is 7.5%.  
Engineer’s Report 
· Millers Run Interceptor Sewer Improvements.
A meeting was held on site with Kukurin Contracting on Wednesday, October 3, 2018, to review the remaining work and final restoration requirements of the Contract.

Kukurin has submitted Pay Application No. 6 in the amount of $512,658.19.  KLH has reviewed this payment request and recommends payment in the noted amount.

· Chartiers Creek Pump Station Electrical Modifications.
KLH worked with MATSF personnel and NexGen to determine necessary modifications to allow the grinder circuit to be reset remotely.  NexGen provided a quote for this work along with replacement of the exterior light fixture on the pump station.  MATSF also expressed interest in having lights in the garage converted to LED.  KLH recommend MATSF coordinate this work with NexGen, Mark Place and Elcon.

KLH worked with MATF personnel and Elcon to determine necessary modifications to reconfigure operation of the gate actuator.  KLH recommends MATSF coordinate this work with Elcon.

· Tap Fee Update

KLH will complete an Act 57 Tap fee calculation update upon completion of the Millers Run Interceptor project.

· Developer Projects

Hastings Plan -  Sanitary sewer construction is complete for Phase 1A.  A few laterals will be extended.  Some testing and punch list items remain.

Lifestyles at South Fayette – Sanitary sewer work is complete.  Testing and televising remain to be performed.
Southern Beltway – KLH continues to review submittals as they are presented.
