Field Operations Report 

· The monthly field report for July was reviewed with key items discussed as follows:
· Rented a rock hound for use in restoration of the 3 properties in Hunting Ridge where new wyes/sight tees previously installed.
· Obtained main pump discharge elbow and had JP Environmental install it on one of the pumps at the Oakdale Pump Station.
· Assisted contractor with installation of new automatic power transfer switch at the Chartiers Creek Pump Station.  
Administrative Report: 

· The new MATSF website went live on July 20th.  
· 564 letters were sent out to customers in July with past due balances greater than $50.  
· Request received from Ashley Leyh for consideration of reduction of back-bill. 
· After discussion and upon recommendation from the Solicitor, the request for a reduction in the amount owed was denied, but an extension of time up to 1 additional year was agreed upon without incurring interest.  Also, so long as progress is made towards decreasing the amount owed, water will not be shut off during that time frame.

· Received a proposed updated agreement with GeoDecisions regarding migrating the GeoPlan GIS to a web-based environment.  This information has been forwarded to the Solicitor for review.

· Millers Run Interceptor Sewer Improvements

Kukurin has submitted Pay Application No. 4 in the amount of $367,581.46.  KLH has reviewed this payment request and recommends payment in the noted amount.

· Developer Projects
Pinnacle Pointe – Contractor has completed this phase of the work.  Two small sewer runs will remain.  Some minor testing remains.

Hastings Plan – Sanitary sewer construction is complete.  Testing and punch list items remain.

Lifestyles at South Fayette – One run of sanitary sewer has been installed to date.  Sanitary sewer work is expected to resume during the first week of August.
