Field Operations Report 

· The monthly field report for August was reviewed with key items discussed as follows:
· Televised portion of new sanitary sewer installed by Kukurin in the Cuddy Lane vicinity.  Also, televised storm sewer crossings in that area.

· Inspected repair work by contractor for Newbury with respect to sanitary sewer defects located just upstream of the TopGolf facility.  A few segments of sanitary sewer serving the Newbury Ridge development were impacted by heavy equipment used during the construction of TopGolf. 
· Working with KLH Engineers on enhancing the capability of the Mission alarm system for the Chartiers Creek pump station.  The intent is to allow for a remote re-start of the grinder unit.  Minor electrical variances have resulted in the unit shutting down on numerous occasions over the past year, thereby causing MATSF personnel to visit the pump station.  

Administrative Report: 

· 564 letters were sent out to customers in July with past due balances greater than $50.   Subsequently, 111 door postings were done in mid-August and 17 shut off requests were sent to PAWC last week.
Engineer’s Report 
· Millers Run Interceptor Sewer Improvements
The project is approximately 67% complete to date.

A construction progress meeting was held on site with Kukurin Contracting on Wednesday, August 29, 2018. The next progress meeting is scheduled for Wednesday, September 26, 2018, at 10:00 a.m.

Kukurin has submitted Pay Application No. 5 in the amount of $791,221.44.  KLH has reviewed this payment request and recommends payment in the noted amount.
