· Millers Run Interceptor Sewer Improvements
Kukurin has completed final restoration and punch list work.  A meeting was held on May 22, 2019, to discuss contract close-out.  KLH is reviewing information provided by KCI and the project will be closed out for the July meeting.  A final change order will be prepared for final quantity adjustment and additional work as necessary.

· Sanitary Sewer Construction Specifications update
KLH is reviewing and updating the MATSF standard details and construction specifications.

· Developer Projects
Hastings Plan – All sanitary sewer construction and lateral extensions are complete.  Limited punch list work remains.

· Hasting Phase I Bond reduction request from $370,374.40 to $55,556.16 and there were no objections to this reduction request.

Lafayette Meadow Plan – KLH completed the plan review

Southern Beltway – Sanitary sewer construction is complete for the upper portion serving the Penn DOT maintenance facility. These sewers will not be taken over by MATSF.  The sanitary sewer construction along Cecil-Sturgeon Road that will be taken over by MATSF is scheduled to begin on July 8, 2019.
