Administrative Report: 

· The September bill is the 4th under the new Muni-Link system.  Conversion training is nearing completion.  
· Advertisement was made in the Post-Gazette (including Monster.com and Indeed.com) for a full-time customer service representative.  Multiple interviews were held by the personnel committee chairman and office staff.
· Over 500 initial delinquency notices were mailed to customers with at least $50 past due in late July.  Subsequently, 109 doors were posted.  19 customers were turned over to PAWC for water shut-off on August 28th.

· Sanitary Sewer Construction Specifications Update
KLH is reviewing and updating the MATSF standard details and construction specifications.

· Developer Projects
Hastings Phase I – MATSF is handling coordination of punch list work, cleaning and televising internally.

Lafayette Meadow Plan – Work began on August 5, 2019.

Southern Beltway – Sanitary sewer construction is complete for the upper portion serving the PennDOT maintenance facility.  These sewers will not be taken over by MATSF.  The sanitary sewer construction along Cecil-Sturgeon Road that will be taken over by MATSF began on July 15, 2019.

Hastings Phase 2 – KLH completed a plan review and recommends approval.  Contractor is awaiting signed Developers Agreement.
