The NPDES Permit for stormwater discharges resulting from construction activities on the Millers Run Trunk Sewer Improvement Contract is in the process of begin terminated.

· Developer Projects

Hastings Phase 2 – Work began on 10/22/19.  Sanitary work is currently on hold.

Lafayette Meadow Plan – Work began on 8/5/19.  We expect the sanitary work for Phase 1 sewers to be complete by the end of January

Southern Beltway Maintenance Building Sewer Extension – Minor testing and punch list items remain.  A on-site meeting was held on 1/6/20 with Township, Turnpike, and MATSF representatives to discuss paving deficiencies on Cecil Sturgeon Road including final sanitary manhole elevations.  A plan to resolve those issues was agreed upon and corrective work will be done in the spring.
Stonegate Phases 1 & 2 – KLH provided a review letter on 12/31/19 for the sanitary sewer design associated with the proposed project.
