Meeting of April 2, 2020
The meeting was called to order by Ken Chambon, Chairman.  Board members present were Charles Rothermel (via phone), Robert Zedreck, Glenn Davis and John Alan Kosky.  Also present were Sam Gibson, Engineer (via phone), Romel L. Nicholas, Solicitor (via phone), Jerry D. Brown, Managing Director and Rebecca M. Sray, Recording Secretary (via phone).
After role call, the Chairman made the following statement:

Public Comment:  
Danielle Cook – 7032 Clubview Drive - Consideration of her request for lien reduction.  Tabled from last meeting per Board request for more information. 

Danielle Cook called in to discuss the lien placed on her property at 7032 Clubview Drive due to unpaid sewage bills from previous tenant.  She is asking for consideration from the Board to reduce amount owed.  After her presentation, the Solicitor voiced his concern as to establishing a precedent if the Board were to honor her request.  The Chairman thanked Ms. Cook and informed her that they would deliberate on her request and get back to her with their decision.  
Field Operations Report 

· The monthly field report for March was reviewed.
· Strnisha Excavation Inc. completed the emergency repair of sanitary sewer in Sygan Hollow.
· MATSF field personnel began an adjusted rotating and reduced schedule commencing on March 23rd as approved by MATSF Board in order to minimize spread of COVID-19 yet still meet be able to effectively operate the sewer system/pump stations.  These operations are considered essential services and adjustments are being made as necessary. 
· Time of Sale Lateral Inspections are temporarily not being performed by MATSF field personnel. 
· Personal Protective Equipment has been inventoried and additional items have been acquired for employees to utilize in performing required field activities.
· MATSF continues to maintain 1 field employee on 24 hour on call status.
Administrative Report: 

· MATSF office personnel began an adjusted rotating and work from home schedule (where applicable) commencing on March 23rd as approved by MATSF Board in order to minimize spread of COVID-19 but still able to effectively address customer bill payments, questions, real estate transfer documents, etc.  These operations are considered essential services and schedule adjustments are being made as necessary.  
· PAWC notified MATSF that they will not shut off customer water until further notice due to the COVID-19 crisis.   They also indicated that they would re-activate any customer that had been shut off for payment delinquency issues.  MATSF had recently completed the first quarter delinquency collection round and currently had no active customers with water service terminated. 
After discussion by the Board it was agreed to wave any late fees for monthly sewer bills till further notice.

MOTION to wave any late fees for monthly sewer bills till further notice made by John Alan Kosky, seconded by Charles Rothermel, all members present voting AYE.

· April billing will proceed on schedule to the degree possible based upon availability of water data from PAWC and other factors.

· The 2nd quarter delinquency collection round is recommended to be cancelled.  However, MATSF office personnel will work on a plan to notify landlords of any tenant sewage payment delinquency.   Water shut off is not currently an option. 
· Consideration for summer internship offer (combination office/field) to Ryan Hayes.

MOTION to hire Ryan Hayes @ $10/hour subject to pre-employment background check made by Robert Zedreck, seconded by Glenn Davis, all members present voting AYE.
· An article regarding MATSF has been published in the Spring edition of the Township magazine.
Engineer’s Report 
· Portman Run Vicinity project bid results and recommendation for award.
The low bidder for the project was Insight Pipe Company for Contract 2020-01A (Sewer Lining) in the amount of $263,648.80 and Robinson Pipe Company for Contract 2020-01B (Lateral Lining/Grouting) in the amount of $184,620.00
MOTION to award Contract 2020-01 A and B for Portman Run Vicinity project to low bidders Insight Pipe Company and Robinson Pipe Company respectively as presented and recommended by the Engineer made by Charles Rothermel, seconded by John Alan Kosky, all members present voting AYE

MOTION to authorize a “Notice to Proceed” after contract documents are finalized contingent on compliance with any related government regulations and safety measures made by Glenn Davis, seconded by John Alan Kosky, all members present voting AYE.

· General Development Status – All developer sanitary sewer projects are currently on hold.

Old Business:
PaDOT Mayview/Boyce Road intersection improvements:  Updated plans pertaining to MATSF sanitary sewer in the project area now calls for concrete encasement of a portion of existing sewer.  That work will be incorporated into the work requirements for PaDOT’s selected contractor.  As such, the previously executed agreement between MATSF and PaDOT needed to be modified to allow for incorporation of that work and to allow for reimbursement to MATSF for any inspection or other associated costs that might be incurred.  The revised agreement is available for execution.  The actual work is not contemplated to be performed until next year.

New Business:  
The Managing Director met with representatives of CEC Engineers and Burns and Scalo regarding sanitary sewer options for re-development of the former Star City site.

· 3RWW is continuing communication with PaDEP/ACHD in an attempt to finalize draft municipal consent orders to be distributed to ALCOSAN tributary communities.  MATSF Managing Director and Solicitor continue to be involved in this process.
