Field Operations Report 

· The monthly field report for December was reviewed.
· Robinson Pipe completed the grouting work of the public portion of certain laterals as part of Portman Run Contract 2020-01B
· MATSF Managing Director authorized Stewart Contracting to make an emergency repair of a portion of sanitary sewer in the vicinity of 781 Millers Run Road.  MATSF personnel were called out by a resident in this area on December 26th and after initial work to clean the sewer segment, it was determined that excavation was necessary.  The work was performed by Stewart on December 28th under the direction of MATSF field personnel.
