Field Operations Report

Administrative Report: 

· Continued discussion on delinquent tenant accounts

· MATSF staff mailed out 570 notices for customers with past due accounts of at least $50. However, PAWC continues their moratorium on water shut-off presumably through the next several months due to the COVID-19 pandemic.

PORTMAN RUN SEWER LINING
Managing Director reported that Robinson Pipe planned to perform the final phase of their work under Contract 2020-01B which involves grouting of laterals within the next 2 weeks.
STONEGATE SANITARY SEWER EXTENSION 
Design work has begun.

SHERIFF SALES
Solicitor continues to review postings of properties set for sheriff’s sale.  Solicitor also continues to communicate with the Allegheny County Sheriff to determine the current status of previous submitted properties.  

BANKRUPTCIES
Solicitor continues to address bankruptcy notices and inquiries as they are presented by the Authority.

Solicitor following deposition activity.

ALCOSAN/DEP/3 RIVERS WET WEATHER/CONSENT ORDER/TRANSFER AGREEMENT / ROBINSON RUN
Solicitor continuing to participate in the above matters and reported that the core group of Solicitors and ALCOSAN legal counsel have concluded discussions on potential modifications to the multi-municipal trunk sewer transfer agreements.  The next step will be to provide that information to the larger Solicitor group. 
No significant progress has been made over the past month with respect to the municipal consent orders. 
PMRS PENSION MATTERS 
Solicitor indicated that he requested certain modifications to “Hold Harmless” language in the general documents associated with MATSF’s retirement plan administered by PMRS.  Also, a minor change to the death benefit provisions of the plan was recommended to be modified.   Managing Director was instructed to request such modification which will require analysis by PMRS to determine if that change might impact MATSF contributions.   Once the analysis is complete, the revised MATSF retirement plan agreements with PMRS will be ready to execute.  There are no changes to the general formulas used for calculating benefits to individual MATSF employees.

PIAZZA DEVELOPER AGREEMENT
Solicitor reviewed the Developers Agreement for the Piazza Development (former Star City Property) with Manager.
