Approval of Minutes from November 5, 2020 meeting

Field Operations Report 

· The monthly field report for November was reviewed along with discussion on specific tasks as follows:
· Field personnel and Managing Director coordinated and attended complimentary demonstrations by Madewell/Mainstay for rehabilitation of 2 manholes utilizing their products.  One manhole (along Twin Ponds Lane) that had leaks, the other (near Empire Drive) had root penetration and other structural issues.

· MATSF field personnel intermittently observed work performed by Robinson Pipe with respect to grouting of the public portion of certain sanitary laterals associated with Portman Run Contract 2020-01B.

Administrative Report: 

· Managing Director and Office Manager attended a Magistrate hearing in front of Maureen McGraw-Desmet on November 10th with respect to a billing complaint filed by James Mours. Subsequently, MATSF received notice from the Magistrate’s office that she ruled in favor of MATSF.
· Easement Agreements received (and reviewed by MATSF Solicitor) for sanitary sewer to be built for the Piazza project are ready for execution by MATSF Chairman.

· Managing Director submitted MATSF 2020 Annual Report and Draft 2021 Budget to all Board members, Engineer and Solicitor.  A copy was also emailed to South Fayette Township Manager for distribution to Commissioners and posting was made on the MATSF web site.
· The Office Manager discussed the status of delinquent sewage accounts and notification by PAWC continuing their restriction of water shut off for the next several months.
· The Office Manager also updated the Board on the status of intent-to-lien notices to certain property owners.
Engineer’s Report 
Portman Run Vicinity project 

No updates with respect to KLH activity.  MATSF personnel overseeing day to day activities of Robinson Pipe.
Stonegate Sanitary Sewer Extensions

KLH has reviewed preliminary alignments of sanitary sewer crossing options of Battleridge Road with MATSF in proximity to future Stonegate entrance.
A meeting was scheduled with the developer and MATSF to discuss the sewer extension and other project related issues.

Lafayette Meadow Phase 2: Construction is expected to begin around mid – December.

KLH has reviewed the MATSF standard details and submitted proposed revisions to MATSF.  The construction specifications will also be reviewed.

PMRS PENSION MATTERS 

Solicitor completed review, has communicated with PMRS counsel, and awaits follow up from PMRS.
PERSONNEL MATTERS 

Solicitor continuing to follow COVID-19 developments and communicating with Manager accordingly.  

MOURS – MAGISTRATE COMPLAINT

Ruling in favor of MATSF issued.  Thirty-day appeal period expires on December 12, 2020.

PIAZZA DEVELOPMENT

MATSF in receipt of executed easements.  Solicitor recommends execution of same with recommended changes.  

DEVELOPER/ MODWASH CAR WASH MATTER

The design firm for the proposed Modwash Car Wash facility proposed to be located adjacent to the Sheetz on Washington Pike requested consideration for a reduction in the sanitary sewer connection fee on the basis of a percentage of the water used would be evaporated or not drain to the sewer.   They provided a study in an attempt to support this assertion.  A review by both the Solicitor and KLH Engineers resulted in a recommendation to the Board that the study is not conclusive as to actual amount of water that would not drain to the sewer.  Further, other car washes in South Fayette were not given any such consideration.  As such, the Board concurred that a reduction of connection charges based upon theoretical information submitted would not be permitted.
