Meeting of February 4, 2021
The meeting was called to order by Kenneth Chambon, chairman.  Board members present were Charles Rothermel (via phone), Robert Zedreck, Glenn Davis, and John Alan Kosky.  Also present were Sam Gibson, Engineer, Romel Nicholas, Solicitor, Jerry Brown, Managing Director, Jamie Summers, Recording Secretary.  
Approval of Minutes from January 7, 2021 meeting

Field Operations Report 

· The monthly field report for January was reviewed with key items discussed.
· MATSF personnel performed clean-up and related activities for area disturbed by emergency sewer repair by Stewart Contracting in the vicinity of 781 Millers Run Road. 
· MATSF filed personnel continued inspection of sanitary sewer being installed for The Piazza by JetJack.  The sanitary sewer pipe installation and some testing is complete. Some manhole work remains. 
· Completed inspection/testing/televising of sanitary sewer installed for the AMD treatment plant behind the Farmers Market.

· Managing Director and MATSF Field Personnel worked on a preliminary layout of the potential sanitary sewer extension to the Fryes Lane area.  Managing Director was in contact with most of the property owners.  

Administrative Report: 

· Continued discussion on status of delinquent sewage accounts and lien notices. 
· PAWC has provided information that could allow MATSF to initiate customer water shut-off steps for delinquent sewage bills.  After discussion, the Board directed the Office Manager to proceed with the sending initial notices to delinquent customers following standard procedures.
· Annual Ethics Forms received for completion by Board members, Solicitor and MATSF management employees.
· Kevin Scott from GeoDecisions was in to work on various GIS items along with map updates for required submission to ALCOSAN by end of February.
Engineer’s Report 
Portman Run Vicinity project 
All field work complete. Still awaiting various documentation from Robinson Pipe along with final invoice.
Stonegate Sanitary Sewer Extensions 
KLH has reviewed preliminary alignments for the Fryes Lane vicinity as prepared by MATSF personnel.
A meeting will be scheduled with the developer to discuss the sewer extension across Battle Ridge Rd.

Developers Projects
LaFayette Meadow Phase 2: Construction continues with KLH resident observer on site. 

Miscellaneous Engineering
KLH has reviewed the MATSF standard details and submitted proposed revisions to MATSF.  The Construction specifications will also be reviewed.  

Solicitor’s Report:   
Liens
Solicitor has processed all accounts turned over for liening to date.  

Sheriff Sales 
Solicitor continues to review properties set for sheriff sale.  Solicitor also continues to communicate with the Allegheny County Sheriff to determine the current status of previously submitted properties.  

Bankruptcies
Solicitor continues to address bankruptcy notices and inquiries as they are presented by Authority.  

ALCOSAN/PaDEP/3 Rivers Wet Weather/Consent Order/Transfer Agreements
Solicitor continuing to participate in the above matters (COA negotiations) and reported the status of same to the Board.  
For the ALCOSAN multi-municipal trunk sewer transfer agreements, the Thoms Run Trunk Sewer transfer was discussed.   While MATSF approved the transfer by Resolution in December 2019, the “Most Favored Nations” sentence added to the transfer agreement by MATSF was not accepted by ALCOSAN.  Subsequently, the core group of municipal Solicitors negotiated revised language to the general transfer agreements during the course of 2020. That process is complete, with the MATSF Solicitor involved in those detailed discussions.   As such, it is recommended by both the Solicitor and Managing Director for MATSF to approve signing the updated transfer agreement for the Thoms Run Trunk Sewer.    
MOTION to approve execution of the updated transfer agreement with ALCOSAN for the Thoms Run Trunk Sewer made by Robert Zedreck, seconded by Charles Rothermel, all members present voting AYE.

Personnel Matters
Solicitor Continuing to follow COVID-19 developments and communicating with Manager accordingly.  

Mours- Magistrate Appeal Complaint
Mr. Mours responded to MATSF’s Answer and New Matter.  Pleadings are now closed.  Hearing date to be assigned once hearings are being scheduled at the County level.
Old Business: - NONE
New Business:
The Board Chairman raised the issue of ALCOSAN rate increases.   In late 2017, ALCOSAN announced systemwide rate increase as follows:

2018=7.5%, 2019 = 7.0%, 2020 = 7.0% and 2021 = 7.0%.   The Chairman pointed out that these increases are cumulative and have had a significant impact on rates to MATSF customers.   Since ALCOSAN will need to announce rate increases beyond 2021 later in year, the Chairman was concerned that the prior trend might continue and would like to convey those concerns to ALCOSAN.   After discussion, the Managing Director indicated that he would raise this concern to the Executive Director at 3RWW in an effort get a multi-municipal response regarding rate concerns to ALCOSAN.
Meetings, Conferences and Training:

· 3RWW is continuing communications with PaDEP/ACHD to finalize draft municipal consent orders to be distributed to ALCOSAN tributary communities. MATSF Managing Director and Solicitor continue to be involved in this process.  
· Managing Director and Solicitors participated on a January 25th Zoom meeting with ALCOSAN and other communities regarding the updated agreement language associated with multi-municipal trunk sewer transfers.

· Managing Director participated in a January 27th meeting with representatives of ALCOSAN and Collier Township regarding the Thoms Run trunk sewer transfer.
