Field Operations Report 

· The monthly field report for April was reviewed.
· MATSF field personnel continued to work on a rotating basis through the month of April in order to minimize spread of COVID-19 yet still meet be able to effectively operate the sewer system/pump stations.  MATSF continues to maintain 1 field employee on 24 hour on call status.  Return to a typical normal field schedule is planned to take effect on May 11th.   Personal Protective Equipment has been inventoried and additional items have been acquired for employees to utilize in performing required field activities
· For the month of April, Time of Sale Lateral Inspections were not being performed by MATSF field personnel and property owners were advised of options for closings to occur.  Beginning April 29, 2020, MATSF started working on the backlog of inspections (approximately 20).  
· The JWC grinder unit stopped working at the Oakdale Pump Station on April 15th and MATSF field personnel in conjunction with Stewart Contracting removed the unit for inspection and ultimate repair.  Upon removal and partial disassembly, West View Cunningham Pump Solutions (WVCPS) was called in to provide a detailed evaluation and recommendation for repair.  Their analysis revealed that the upper gear reduction assembly needed to be replaced and the motor needed servicing.  The quoted repair cost was $7,317 and the Managing Director authorized WVCPS to proceed. Subsequently, MATSF personnel met with WVCPS and the JWC local sales representative (DAS) to discuss this issue and to do a preliminary evaluation on a similar JWC grinder unit at the Chartiers Creek Pump Station.
Administrative Report: 

· Throughout the month of April, MATSF office personnel continued rotating and work from home schedule (where applicable) in order to minimize spread of COVID-19 yet still meet be able to effectively address customer bill payments, questions, real estate transfer documents, etc.  It is anticipated that office personnel will resume a fairly normal work schedule commencing the week of May 11th.  Personnel Protective Equipment has been acquired and office disinfecting is performed on a routine basis. 
· Ryan Hayes has accepted the summer intern position and will begin to work the week of May 11th.  
· Received the annual Workman’s Compensation rebate check from MRM in the amount of $9,899 for years 2010 through 2018.  This rebate represents 100% of the premium for 2020.
