Field Operations Report 

· The field operations report for May was reviewed, with key points discussed as follows:
· MATSF field personnel return to a typical normal field schedule is on May 11th.   Personal Protective Equipment has been inventoried and additional items have been acquired for employees to utilize in performing required field activities
· MATSF personnel met with Hastings and Township representatives at the “Over the Bar” site to review proposed storm and sanitary sewer work.
· The JWC grinder unit at the Oakdale Pump Station was repaired by West View Cunningham Pump Solutions (WVCPS) and reinstalled by MATSF personnel.  The local sales representative for JWC was also called in to provide a detailed evaluation and recommendations.  A similar problem with the gear reduction unit on the JWC grinder unit at the Chartiers Creek Pump Station and it was replaced with a spare unit by MATSF personnel.
Administrative Report: 

· Office personnel resumed a relatively normal work schedule commencing the week of May 11th.  Personnel Protective Equipment has been acquired and office disinfecting is performed on a routine basis.   Personnel committee met with office personnel on Monday, May 18th.   
· The Board concurred that the Authority office would be open to customers commencing June 5th.
· The Board has previously approved waiver of interest charges on sewage bills for the past several billing cycles.  
After board discussion, it was decided to continue to waive interest charges on past-due sewage bills through the June billing round, with future decisions on this regarded to be approved on a monthly basis.
· PAWC continues their moratorium on water shut-off presumably through at least August due to the COVID-19 pandemic and based upon a directive from the Public Utility Commission.   However, MATSF office staff plan to send out a reminder notice to customers with past-due sewer bill (with a copy to landlords where applicable) in July. 
· Materials were compiled for auditor by MATSF staff.  Auditor plans on performing the majority of work for the 2019 audit remotely during the upcoming month.  
· Managing Director sent out notices to property owners to connect to the new sanitary sewer on Cecil Sturgeon Road allowing up to 6 months to do so.
· Managing Director and MATSF Intern worked on developing list of manholes that may potentially be impacted by the 2020 Township Road Paving Program.  
Engineer’s Report 
· Portman Run Vicinity project 
· Engineer recommended payment for Pay Applications 1 and 2 from Insight Pipe Contracting in the amounts of $4,395.51 and $181,325.69, respectively.
· Robinson Pipe Contract documents have been signed and a Notice to Proceed dated May 19th was issued by KLH Engineers.  They have 180 days to complete the lateral lining/grouting work as called out in their contract.

· General Development Status 

Hastings Phase 2 – Sanitary sewer installation work resumed on 5/4/20

Lafayette Meadow Plan – Sanitary sewer installation work resumed on 5/4/20

Southern Beltway – A meeting was held on 1/6/20 to discuss paving deficiencies on Cecil Sturgeon Road, with particular emphasis on work around sanitary manholes.  Corrections are expected to be completed this Spring.

Stonegate Phases 1 & 2 – No update.

· Miscellaneous items
· KLH has initiated an updated review of peak flow alternatives.
· KLH continues to review the MATSF standard details and construction specifications.

· Discussion of on-going/contemplated commercial development

· The Managing Director reviewed the status of various proposed commercial development projects.
