Approval of Minutes from July 2, 2020 meeting

Stephen Niedenberger - Auditor from Hosack, Specht, Meutzel & Wood – Summary of 2019 MATSF audit 

Mr. Niedenberger provided a general summary of the work done by his firm for the 2019 MATF Audit.  He stated that due to COVID-19 issues, the audit was primarily done remotely.  His firm requested various information to be provided in that regard and he indicated that MATSF staff provided all requested materials.  The audit report found no irregularities regarding MATSF’s accounting procedures.

Administrative Report: 

· Per Board direction at the June meeting, due to the COVID-19 pandemic, interest charges on past-due sewage bills continued to be waived for the July bill.   The Board agreed to continue waiving interest charges on past-due sewage bills for the August bill.   However, commencing with the September bills, interest charges will be assessed if the bill is not paid by the due date.  
· PAWC continues their moratorium on water shut-off presumably through at least August due to the COVID-19 pandemic.  
Engineer’s Report 
· Portman Run Sewer Rehabilitation Contract 2020-01B 
A notice to Proceed was issued to Robinson Pipe Cleaning Co. on 5/19/20 for Contract 2020-01B.  The lateral lining crew from Robinson Pipe is scheduled to mobilize on August 10th.  
· Developer Projects 
Hastings Phase 2 – Work is complete; some testing remains.
Southern Beltway Maintenance Building Sewer – Sanitary sewer manhole frames have been adjusted and paving has been completed on Cecil Sturgeon Road.

Stonegate Phases 1 & 2 – No update

· Peak Flow Alternative Analysis
Mr. Gibson presented information regarding conceptual options for a holding tank as a method that could be considered for future peak sanitary sewage flow handling.   This is preliminary analysis only and there is no intent to consider design/construction of such a facility in the foreseeable future.
