Approval of Minutes from April 1, 2021 meeting

Field Operations Report 

· The monthly field report for April was reviewed
· The new utility truck authorized for purchase earlier in the year is expected to be delivered during the month of May.  As such, a check is included in the bills for approval so that the transaction can be completed.

· The new camera reel/control assembly for use with the Kubota for remote location sewer televising was delivered by Golden Equipment in April.  MATSF field personnel are beginning to utilize that equipment.
· MATSF personnel are continuing to oversee sanitary sewer work/testing associated with the BJ’s Wholesale Club and the Piazza project. 

· Sanitary sewer work associated with the new Township building on Hickory Grade Road is expected to commence within the next few weeks.  MATSF personnel will inspect.

· Construction of the Modwash car wash adjacent to Sheetz is expected to commence in the near future. Still awaiting final PaDEP Planning Module Approval along with payment of MATSF connection charge.

Administrative Report: 

· Approximately 500 delinquent notices were sent to customers/landlords in February.   Subsequently, in mid-March the MATSF service provider (Steel Town Security) posted 115 notices on doors notifying those customers that water would be shut off on or after April 1st.  Those notices were also mailed (including copy to landlord were applicable.  Ultimately, 11 customers were turned over to PAWC for shut-off.
· Awaiting Auditor report for the 2020 MATSF Audit. Anticipate finalization in May.
· Received the annual reimbursement check in the amount of $10,169.02 from MRM Trust regarding Worker’s Compensation, representing a 94.1% return on the 2021 premium.
· Ryan Homes pre-paid $100,000 for 20 sanitary sewer connection charges for Lafayette Meadows.
· Muni-Link provided a notice of a monthly cost of living increase for the billing software in the amount of $58.17.  The monthly rate will go from $2,326.75 to $2,384.92.   This is the first increase imposed by Muni-Link since use of their software in the spring of 2019.

Place sales has provided a quote for replacing the existing Mission box at the pump station with a new unit that provides additional logging and monitoring capacity than the existing unit.  Their quote will also include a rain guage.  That quote is in the amount of $6,291.00.  It does not include installation of the equipment, part of which will be done by MATSF and remaining part by a 3rd party vendor.
