MINUTES
Meeting of June 3, 2021
The meeting was called to order by Kenneth Chambon, chairman.  Board members present were Charles Rothermel, Glenn Davis, and John Alan Kosky.  Also, present were Sam Gibson, Engineer, Romel Nicholas, Solicitor, Jerry Brown, Managing Director, Jamie Summers, Recording Secretary.  
Approval of Minutes from May 13, 2021, meeting
MOTION to approve the Minutes of the meeting from May 13, 2021, made by Charles Rothermel, seconded by John Alan Kosky, all members present voting AYE.
Public Comment:  Joe Day, ALCOSAN Municipal Relations Coordinator
Joe had no specific agenda for the Board, but indicated that ALCOSAN is periodically sending representatives to municipal board meetings as a means to continue interagency dialogue.   The Chairman did ask that Joe take back concerns to ALCOSAN regarding their upcoming rate modifications that will be forthcoming later this year.  The ALCOSAN Board typically announces rate modifications for a 4 year period.  That action is expected to take place in the Fall of 2021.
Field Operations Report 

· The monthly field report for May was reviewed.
· The new F-350 utility truck was delivered on May 27th and Extreme installed the spray-on bedliner.   The truck is now fully outfitted and in service.
· MATSF personnel are continuing to oversee sanitary sewer work/testing associated with the BJ’s Wholesale Club and the Piazza project. 

· Sanitary sewer work associated with the new Township building on Hickory Grade Road is on-going.  MATSF personnel performing inspection.

· Construction of the Modwash car wash adjacent to Sheetz commenced on June 1st.  The MATSF connection fee has been established at $76,466 and payment is in transit.  
· Several time-of-sale lateral inspections require MATSF personnel to enter the premise to televise due to certain properties having inside traps.  As such, field personnel request authorization to purchase a smaller Ridgid camera/reel assembly from Scott Electric (local Ridgid distributor) at a cost of $5,735.   

· After discussion, action in this regard was tabled until MATSF field personnel can meet directly with the Ridgid sales representative.
Administrative Report: 

· In mid-May, MATSF office personnel initiated the second-round of 2021 delinquency notifications to past accounts.  Approximately 500 delinquent notices were sent to customers/landlords.   
· Awaiting Auditor report for the 2020 MATSF Audit. 
· Review of the sanitary sewer rate comparison survey performed by 3RWW for the Southern Basin municipalities tributary to ALCOSAN and discussion of historic ALCOSAN rates.
· MATSF received copies of plans submitted to South Fayette Township with respect to a proposed auto dealership to be located in Newbury Market adjacent to Carvana.

KLH continues to work with MATSF Managing Director on preparation of ALCOSAN GROW grant application for the Portman Run project due by 6/30/2021.

Solicitor continues to review postings of properties set for sheriffs’ sale.  Solicitor also continues to communicate with the Allegheny County Sheriff to determine the current status of previously submitted properties.

Solicitor continues to address bankruptcy notices and inquiries as they are presented by the Authority.  

PaDEP/3 Rivers Wet Weather/Consent Order Agreement (COA)
Solicitor expects COA to be distributed to municipalities during June.

Robinson Run
Solicitor and Manger working on preliminary Transfer Agreement related matters. 

Old Business:
Still awaiting BLD Services to begin lateral rehabilitation work for the public portion of approximately 10 to 15 laterals as approved during the April Board meeting.
Upgraded equipment associated with the Chartiers Creek Pump Station (new Mission Box, rain gauge and radar transducer) ordered as approved at the last meeting.  Anticipate delivery and installation toward the end of June or early July.
New Business:  
Collier Township resident at 20 Steen Hollow has request connection to MATSF’s sanitary sewer as Collier does not have any sanitary facilities in that immediate area.
Collier Township has approved that and has provided an agreement and applicable resolutions in that regard.  They have executed the documents during their May 24th meeting, and they are ready for MATSF execution.  The property owner will still need to obtain a small easement from South Fayette Township since their lateral will cross onto the Boys Home property. 
MOTION to approve Resolution/Agreement with Collier Township regarding approving the transfer to MATSF for sanitary sewer service for the Collier Township resident located at 20 Steen Hollow made by John Alan Kosky, seconded by Glenn Davis, all members present voting AYE.
Meetings, Conferences and Training:

· 3RWW is continuing communications with PaDEP/ACHD to finalize draft municipal consent orders to be distributed to ALCOSAN tributary communities. MATSF Managing Director and Solicitor continue to be involved in this process.  
· PMAA has announced their annual conference to be held at Penn State August 29th through September 1st.   

· MATSF representatives participated in a Microsoft Teams meeting conducted by ALCOSAN including representatives from the Robinson Run communities to discuss the technical reports issued with respect to the Oakdale Pump Station. Follow up meetings between the impacted community representatives and ultimately a group meeting with ALCOSAN is envisioned over the next few months to discuss this topic in further detail.
