Transfer Agreement/Robinson Run

· A meeting of the Robinson Run Advisory Group and representatives of ALCOSAN was held on January 18th.   During the meeting, ALCOSAN representatives requested that the tributary municipalities consider executing the transfer documents for the interceptor piping and submit to ALCOSAN.  Simultaneously, it was understood that an agreement for the transfer of the Oakdale Pump Station would need to be developed.  Also, North Fayette pointed out that several segments of the sewer upstream of the pump station contemplated to be taken over by ALCOSAN will need to be increased in size to allow for future growth in North Fayette Township.  Discussions will take place between ALCOSAN and North Fayette regarding this issue and ALCOSAN will also discuss property issues for the Oakdale Pump Station site directly with Oakdale Borough representatives.  (The Managing Director also attended a separate meeting on January 27th with the Solicitor and KLH Engineers to further discuss transfer issues.)
· PMAA announced an in-person Authority Board member/Manager training session for Friday, March 18th at the DoubleTree Hilton in Cranberry Township.  Registration is $115.00 per participant if booked by February 25th and $135 afterwards.
