· Review monthly field report for March.
· Old skid steer/equipment trailer that was listed on Munici-Bid had bids received in March.

· MATSF bid on 2 Hach FL 900 Flow Meters and accessories on Munici-Bid as advertised by Penn Township Sewage Authority.   The equipment was ultimately purchased at a total cost of $550.   
· PLC Replacement work at the Chartiers Creek Pump Station as performed last month by KLH Engineers required some additional modifications. Work in that regard is continuing.  

· Backflow preventor at 101 Pinewood Drive was installed by Stewart Contracting.  Discuss restoration work required including consideration for some driveway work.

· Consideration for request for refund to property owner at 546 Hunters Path for $195 plumbing cost.
MOTION to authorize a refund or credit to sewer bill in the amount of $195.00, for property at 546 Hunters Path for plumbing cost by Roto Rooter due to back up at home, was made by John Alan Kosky, seconded by Glenn Davis, all members present voting AYE.  
Administrative Report: 

· Initial delinquency notices mailed out to 367 customers plus copies to owners on January 27th.  In March, the MATSF service provider posted 95 doors.  Currently working on notification to PAWC for water shut off for up to 15 customers.  
· A new financial assistance grant program (LIWAP) is now available to qualifying customers from the Pa Department of Human Services.  As of 3/31/22, MATSF has received payment in the amount of $1,360.98 for 3 customers that have been approved by this program.  Two additional customers are pending.  
· Annual Pa One Call Reimbursement check was received in the amount of $925.99 for 2021. 
· Check signature stamps for Board members are pending upon copies of signatures.   Signatures are also required for PNC Bank in this regard.  Proposed draft MATSF policy for signature stamp to be addressed by Solicitor. 
· Solicitor removed certain liens from Allegheny County records as approved by the Board at last month’s meeting.  One check was received in March for a sheriff sale to a property on Meade Street that had outstanding liens.   The amount received from the Sheriff Sale was $2,615.  However, that amount did not cover the total lien amount.  Also, a lien payment for a property on Grant Street is pending.
· Received the initial “GROW” grant reimbursement from ALCOSAN in the amount of $78,288 for the Portman Run project.  Upon submission of a final report later this year, the remaining $13,980 grant will be paid.
