Administrative Report: 

· The latest round of delinquency notifications was initiated in late April. Initial delinquency notices were mailed out to 307 customers plus 68 copies to owners on April 28th.  82 notices were provided to the service provider for door postings on June 2nd.  Ultimately, PAWC was notified to terminate service to 10 customers of which 3 have paid in full as of June 30th.   
· Office Manager attended MBS meeting June 7, 2022 in Cranberry Township regarding medical insurance and related updates.   
· Received 2 more payments from LIHWAP program totaling $496.66. 

· Auditor was in office from June 28th through June 30th to work on 2021 Audit 
· As a follow up to the June meeting with respect to the proposed Cardillo sanitary sewer extension, a Right to Know request was received from Ms. McGonigle on 6/19/22.  A response was prepared and mailed on 6/21/22.    Awaiting review correspondence from KLH regarding the design prepared by Henry Nutbrown, P.E.
· Submitted the Resolution and executed application as approved at the June meeting for MATSF’s enrollment in PaDOT’s Engineering and Construction Management System.  This was required to allow MATSF to have a Business Partner ID number and account number associated with highway occupancy permit applications.  We have subsequently be approved and issued the appropriate system access.  That has allowed KLH Engineers to finalize the permit work for the proposed Battleridge Road sanitary sewer crossings in the vicinity of Stonegate.  
· A request has been made by the property owner at 1354 Oakridge Road with respect to a tree behind her property.  Concern was raised as to potential future liability as a portion of the tree is located within a sanitary sewer easement.  Multiple trips were made by MATSF personnel and information has been compiled.   An arborist has been retained to determine the condition of the tree.  Solicitor has also been advised.
· Consideration for replacement of air conditioning unit in the computer server room.  The unit is approximately 10 years old and it has been shutting down on multiple occasions.  Quotes have been received for a new unit.
