Field Operations Report 

· The monthly field report for October was reviewed.
· Snyder Environmental successfully completed a demonstration sewer lining involving a lamphole run in the Hunting Ridge area.  Their technique used a “Fold-N-Form PVC pipe that was used for relining since it could be pulled in place.   Insight Pipe was not able to perform lining of segments with lampholes using the Cured in Place lining method.
· Letter was sent to the property owner in Toftrees Plan declining request regarding driveway settlement issues.
Administrative Report: 

· A new round of delinquency notifications (268) letters were sent out the week of September 27, 2022.   Our Service Providers posted approximately 84 doors on October 14, 2022.  We are currently down to 11 shut offs.  
· Per action taken at last month’s meeting, MATSF had Shred-X shred approved records at MATSF on October 31st.  
· Employee health insurance rates for 2023 have been received from Municipal Benefit Services.  The increase for health care from the existing Highmark BC/BS and UPMC Plans is 9.0%.  There is a new version of the Highmark plan that limited access to UPMC for consideration.    Discuss modifications to employee contributions for 2023 and consider motion in this regard.
MOTION to approve employee contributions for 2023 Healthcare to an extra $30.00 a month to stay with current Highmark BC/BS Premium Plan and no charge to switch to new plan Highmark Performance Blue made by Charles Rothermel, seconded by John Alan Kosky, all members present voting AYE.

The Solicitor and Robinson Run/Manager are following matters as they progress and facilitating transfers.  Professionals for each of the four Robinson Run municipal entities met and are awaiting revised “Term Sheet” from ALCOSAN.
